‘Wobbly’ economy
needed ‘bold’ steps,
says Chidambaram

I-T collection target ‘too steep’
19.2 per cent growth in collection hard to achieve despite super-rich surcharge, say experts

The income tax collection target was
still far from being realistic despite
the number being revised down-

wards in the full Budget from the interim
Budget projection, experts said.

The Central Board of Direct Taxes
(CBDT) has been given a collection target
of ~5.69 trillion in personal income tax in
the fiscal year 2019-20 — 19.2 per cent more
than the ~4.77-crore collection in the pre-
vious year. In 2016-17, the year of demon-
etisation and income declaration scheme,
the mop-up had grown by 26 per cent. The
collection had shot up in that year because
people regularised their unaccounted
income by paying higher levies.

The income tax department in its pre-
budget consultations had pitched for a
realistic target for the fiscal year, as the
collection for 2018-19 fell about ~60,000
crore or 5.1 per cent lower than the Revised
Budget target of ~12 trillion.

“The ideal target in personal income
tax should not have been more than 15 per
cent. With economic growth yet to recover,
what will really trigger higher tax collec-
tion?” asked a tax official.

In the Budget, Finance Minister
Nirmala Sitharaman has announced a

super-rich surcharge of 25 per cent for
those earning between ~2 crore and ~5
crore and 37 per cent for those earning
more than ~5 crore, besides the already
existing surcharge of 10 per cent on an
income between ~50 lakh and ~1 crore and
15 per cent on an income between ~1 crore

and ~2 crore.
The government is expecting to earn

~12,000 crore on account of this hike in
surcharge.

“Besides the additional mop-up from
the super-rich surcharge, there is no visible
factor at the moment that could drive per-

sonal income tax growth to a level estimat-
ed in the Budget,” said the official.

India’s economic growth fell to a five-
year low in 2018-19 at 6.8 per cent, much
below the government’s own projection of
7.2 per cent. In fact, growth in the fourth
quarter decelerated to the lowest in 20
quarters at 5.8 per cent, owing to a decline
in investment activity.

Personal income tax saw growth of 26
per cent in 2016-17 and 18 per cent in 2017-
18. Personal income taxpayers are essen-
tially salaried people and those who run
small businesses.

However, Revenue Secretary A B
Pandey, in an interview with Business
Standard, had said that meeting the target
would need some work in that direction
by making the personal income tax collec-
tion system relatively efficient. “Yes, we
think that it is achievable and we have to
work in that direction. We have to make
our system of personal income tax collec-
tion more efficient. If there is any place
where there is evasion or people not
reporting income, that system will have to
be strengthened,” he said.

He added that “you have to make the
system very convenient so all transactions
get reported to the income tax department.
If some people are not doing it, anti-eva-
sion measures will need to be stepped up”.

Leading the Opposition charge as the
Rajya Sabha resumed its discussion on
the Union Budget on Thursday, senior
Congress leader P Chidambaram said
Finance Minister Nirmala
Sitharaman’s Budget speech was
“insipid”, that it lacked a macroeco-
nomic view and failed to propose any
structural reforms.

Chidambaram, one of over 40
speakers to take part in the discussion,
said the finance min-
ister inherited a
“wobbly” economy
from her predecessor,
and a weak economy
needed “a bold
approach” and struc-
tural reforms. 

The Congress
leader said that he
and former Prime
Minister Manmohan
Singh, whom he cred-
ited with undertaking
most structural
reforms, wished they
had such a big major-
ity. He said the
Narendra Modi gov-
ernment did not take
any bold step despite
a “superb mandate”. 

The former
finance minister said
it was not necessary for the govern-
ment to say everything in the Budget.
He said he expects the government to
come back and tell the country what
structural reforms it plans to take and
how those will improve investment,
which is the only engine available to
spur India’s growth to 8 per cent this
year and to 10 per cent next year.

Chidambaram said he is “per-
plexed” that the government, the chief
economic adviser, and the controller
general of accounts have been unable
to present a unified picture of what the
growth rate would be in the current fis-
cal year. He said at one place the GDP
growth has been projected at 7 per cent
and at the other, it is 8 per cent.

Chidambaram said domestic con-

sumption, the only engine of economic
growth that was firing, is also sputter-
ing now. He said there was nothing in
the Budget that would improve domes-
tic or household savings and no incen-
tive for the middle class to enthuse
them to save more.

The Congress leader faulted the
government’s revenue projections. He
said income tax collection increased
by 7 per cent last year, but the projec-
tion for this fiscal year is an increase of
“23.25 per cent”. “If you will achieve
that, you will rank along with an

Olympics pole
vaulter,” he said.

Similarly, the
Customs collection
was negative by 8.6
per cent but the pro-
jection is 32 per cent;
the excise was flat, but
the projection is 16.55
per cent. The GST last
year increased by 3.38
per cent, but the pro-
jection is 45 per cent.
He termed these to be
“unrealistic projec-
tions and unrealistic
targets”. He said last
year the revenue loss
was ~1.6 trillion, and
the current fiscal year
may see a repeat. In
such a scenario how
would the finance
minster achieve her

expenditure goals, he asked.
Congress leader said Kapil Sibal

said the target of making India a $5 tril-
lion economy was laudable, but a big-
ger question was improving per-capita
income. He said  5,000 high net worth
individuals leaving India because of
purported harassment by probe agen-
cies was a matter of concern. He
accused the government of trying to
hide the ~91,000-crore IL&FS “scam”
to present a healthy picture on NPAs.

On the other hand, the Bharatiya
Janata Party’s Prabhat Jha lauded the
Modi government for presenting a pro-
poor Budget. The Shiromani Akali
Dal’s Naresh Gujral cautioned against
“flip-flop” in policies if the government
hoped to attract FDI.

“Please don't put this pie
in the sky before people of
the country saying $5
trillion (economy) is equal
to Chandrayaan landing on
the moon. $5 trillion is
simple arithmetic”

RIL, IOC to gain from PVC, naphtha move

The Union Budget proposal to
increase the Customs duty on
polyvinyl chloride (PVC) while
reducing those on naphtha and
ethylene dichloride (EDC) is
expected to benefit Reliance
Industries (RIL), Indian Oil
Corporation (IOC) and others in
similar business segments.

The Finance Bill proposes to
raise the duty on PVC from 7.5
per cent to 10 per cent, to reduce
that on naphtha to 4 per cent
from the existing 5 per cent and
on EDC to nil from the earlier 2
per cent. These changes are
expected to improve realisation
and reduce feedstock prices for

PVC makers and naphtha-based
petrochemical producers. 

“The increase in customs
duty on PVC would increase the
realisations for PVC manufactur-
ers such as RIL, Chemplast

Sanmar, Finolex Industries,
DCW and DCM Shriram,” went
ICRA Ratings' note on the
Budget, on Monday. The govern-
ment says the aim is a level field
for domestic industry. PVC is

widely used in building and con-
struction, including pipe manu-
facturing.

Analysts with Prabhudas
Lilladher expect the hike in PVC
customs duty to help improve
RIL’s earnings margin by 2.5 per
cent. Reliance has 38 per cent of
the Indian polymer market. 

The reduction in customs
duty on EDC will also help PVC
makers save on input cost. “The
move would improve the mar-
gins of EDC-based producers
such as RIL, Chemplast Sanmar
and Finolex,” ICRA said.   

The cutr on naphtha would
give more benefit to RIl, ONGC
Petro Additions and IOC. “(This)
would impact the realisations of
refining companies (which sell),

as products are priced on import
parity basis. Albeit, if they are
integrated with naphtha-based
petrochemicals (use naphtha as
raw material), the latter segment
will be benefited,” ICRA said in
its note. RIL uses naphtha as
feedstock for petrochemical pro-
duction.  IOC uses it at its
Panipat unti to produce 360,000
tones a year of paraxylene. Urea-
based fertiliser production is
also bound to gain, as naphtha
is feedstock there. 

“These are definitely positive
changes for RIL. However, given
the scale of the company, these
won't do much to show a signif-
icant change in earnings,”
averred an analyst who did not
wish to be identified.
